Udine, 16 maggio 2019 - On the occasion of the National Day Celebration of Lebanon's Cultural Heritage, the Ministry of Culture - Directorate General of Antiquities together with the joint Italian and Lebanese Northern Lebanon Project directed by M. Iamoni (University of Udine) and M. Haider (Lebanese University III Branch Tripoli) has organised a photographic exhibition that shows the results achieved by the project after two survey seasons. 21 panels illustrate the region's geography and history, as well as the many settlement phases identified during the archaeological investigation, starting with the earliest prehistory and continuing through the Bronze Age, Phoenician period, Hellenistic-Roman and Byzantine times, the crusaders' epoch and the following Ottoman dominion.
